1st Oxted Scout Group Summer Camp 2008 – 26/7/08 to 2/8/08
Dear parents,

Tony Soutter (1st Oxted’s Akela) and I are considering the possibility of the Scout Troop and the Cub Pack going on a joint week-long summer camp in the summer holidays in 2008. The provisional dates for this are Saturday 26th July 2008 to Saturday August 2nd 2008. This is the first full week of the summer holidays in Surrey.

The venue for the camp is not yet fixed, but we are looking at a site called Drum Hill, a Scout campsite to the north of Derby, which is easy to get to, yet relatively wild and gives easy access to the Peak District. 

The cost of the camp will be approximately £200 per child, dependent on the numbers attending. This costing is subject to change and is calculated assuming the attendance of a total of around forty children from both the Scout Troop and the Cub Pack. This cost will include return transportation from Oxted, camp fees, all food, and all activities including off-site visits to attractions. 

There are five uniformed leaders in the Group who will spend all or part of the week at camp. This is not a sufficient number of adults to make the camp viable. To make the camp safe and practical, it is necessary for there to be at least seven or eight adults willing to help on camp throughout the week. With both the Cub Pack and the Scout Troop camping together, catering could be for upwards of 40 persons and will need a dedicated team of at least two if not three adults. 

Don’t let lack of experience or lack of camping equipment stop you from offering us help – we can provide both! Summer camp can be exhausting but is rewarding youth work which is well worth getting involved in. Also, there will be no charge for adult helpers coming to camp to assist us. 
In particular we would welcome:

· Anyone willing to assist with cooking at camp (on gas stoves but under canvas) for 40+ people

· Anyone willing to spend half or more of the entire week with us at camp

· Anyone willing to assist with driving in and out and pitching and striking the camp

· Anyone willing to assist with getting equipment ready beforehand and storing it away afterwards

If any parent feels able to assist for this week or for some part of this week, please contact me as soon as possible. We need to start organising this camp, and we cannot do so until we have sufficient commitment from parents to help at camp.
